He is in the preliminary planning stages at this point but does desire to erect 
a 6’ wooden privacy fence along the back of the store property at this time to block 
vehicle lights from neighboring homes.

City Manager discussed his ongoing conversation with the current owner of the 
European Deli property and the potential plans to house a juvenile boarding/school at 
this location.  Preliminary planning is still ongoing at this point.
